Proposed Draft Presidential Records 
Act Regulations 

Pursuant to our discussion at a recent Counsel's Office staff 
meeting, Arnie Intrater, Dean McGrath, and I met to discuss the 
most appropriate method of allaying OMB's concerns that Congress­
man Jack Brooks may criticize the Administration for delay in 
clearing for publication in the Federal Register the above­
referenced draft regulations proposed by the Acting Archivist. 
We suggest that I call Gary Brooks, the General Counsel of the 
National Archives, and provide him with our preliminary views on 
these regulations, with the hope that his staff will then under­
take to redraft them. 

The Acting Archivist forwarded a copy of those regulations to 
Counsel's Office in late July. At that time, I met with John 
McGuiness and Barbara Percival of the Office of Legal Counsel; 
they indicated little concern with the draft regulations, with 
two basic exceptions. The exceptions included: (1) the inade­
quacy of the notice provision and (2) the failure to exempt 
explicitly Executive Privilege claims from coverage by the 
regulations. We then planned to meet with Gary Brooks to discuss 
our concerns. In part, because of Gary Brooks' unavailability 
(vacation) and Barbara Percival's departure from OLC, that 
meeting was indefinitely postponed. 

In late July or early August, I had a conversation with 
Christopher Runkel on the NARA Legal Services staff in order to 
determine what the proposed timetable for publishing these 
regulations was or needed to be; he reaffirmed our view that the 
regulations would have no effect until the President left office 
in January of 1989 and noted he was unaware of any reason why a 
quick turnaround on them was necessary. He later called to 
inform me that the Acting Archivist was going to go ahead and 
forward the regulations to 0MB for clearance. The regulations 
were received by 0MB on August 14. According to Rob Veed~r, the 
0MB staffer handling these regulations, under its clearance 
process 0MB would circulate these regulations only to Counsel's 
Office. Because Rob Veeder knew that Counsel's Office had 
already received a copy of the proposed regulations, he did not 
circulate a new copy to us. 0MB defers to us on whether they 
should be cleared. 



As we discussed, the proposed regulations raise a number of 
concerns and deserve careful and deliberate consideration. 
Putting aside Jack Brook's possible criticism, I know of no legal 
or policy reason why we should not take as much time as we need 
(or want) to satisfy ourselves that we have determined the best 
possible approach to this difficult subject before moving on to a 
more formal stage in the process. We have well over 14 months 
before these regulations could have any effect. 

Nonetheless, in order to avoid any criticism of the Administra­
tion and to advance the thinking on these proposed regulations 
while preserving our options, it seems advisablecfor me to_call 
Gary Brooks and provide him with our preliminary thoughts on 
these proposed regulations. Those thoughts are contained in the 
attached talking points and reflect OLC's concerns as well. It 
is our hope that, based on that conversation, Gary Brooks will 
recommend either that his staff take another crack at the regula­
tions or that we convene a meeting to discuss our concerns in 
more detail. 

Please let me know if this plan meets with your approval, or 
whether you have any further suggestions.

Talking Points on the Proposed Draft 
Regulations Implementing the Presidential Records Act 

o Delete any reference that could be viewed as asserting that 
the National Archives and Records Administration is indepen­
dent of the President. 

Supplementary Information, Paragraph 2: delete the 
phrase "acting through NARA" from the sentence reading 
"The Presidential Records Act provides that the United 
States, acting through NARA, shall reserve and retain 
complete ownership possession, and control of Presiden­
tial records."

Rewrite the final paragraph to read along 
the following lines "Under the Presidential Records 
Act, the Archivist is to promulgate, in accordance with 
section 553 of title 5, United States Code, regulations 
necessary to carry out the provisions of this chapter.

o Insert statements making clear that these regulations 
implement only the statutory scheme established by the 
Presidential Records Act and do not establish policies or 
procedures governing the assertion of or any response to any 
constitutionally based privilege that may be asserted by an 
incumbent or former President 

in the preamble 

in§ 1270.10 

o 1270.20: Discuss meaning of requirement (c) (3), "that 
records be identified with reasonable specificity, over 
which the designee(s) will exercise discretion or authority," 
given the fact that the designees would seem to exercise the 
same authority over the same records that the President had. 

o 1270.40: Delete portion of section that requires Archivist 
or designee to identify the Presidential records affected by 
the President's designated restrictions on access.

SUBJECT: Legal Issues in Connection with Potential 
Membership on the Board of Trustees of the 
Ronald Reagan Presidential Foundation 

As you requested, this memorandum outlines the legal and policy 
issues raised by your potential appointment as a Trustee of the 
Ronald Reagan Presidential Foundation. In reviewing these 
issues, we examined five specific areas, as outlined below. 

1. Articles of Incorporation 

2 . 

The Ronald Reagan Presidential Foundation is incorporated 
under the Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation Law of 
California. Its Articles of Incorporation, which have been 
filed in California and the District of Columbia, contain no 
limitation on the qualifications of Trustees. 

Bylaws 

Article V of the bylaws of the Ronald Reagan Presidential 
Foundation places all responsibilities relating to the 
management and control of the Foundation's property, 
business, and affairs in the Trustees. Appointments of new 
Trustees are to be made, "subject to the approval of 
President Ronald Reagan, by the [current] Trustees .... " 
The bylaws contain no other restriction or qualification for 
appointment as a Trustee. 

3. Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation Law 

Chapter 2, article 3 of the California Nonprofit Public 
Benefit Corporation Law,§ 5231, imposes upon each Trustee 
of the Ronald Reagan Presidential Foundation an obligation 
to perform his duties "in a manner such director believes to 
be in the best interests of the Corporation and with such 
care, including reasonable inquiry, as an ordinarily prudent 
person in a like position would use under similar 



circumstances." The Trustee's duty of care, including the 
obligation to undertake "reasonable inquiry," requires that 
each Trustee devote adequate time and attention to the 
business affairs of the Foundation. In addition, various 
other provisions of the Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation 
Law impose duties upon the Trustees and provide penalties 
for failure to comply with statutory standards. Because the 
cumulative effect of the legal duties imposed upon a Trustee 
is to require a substantial time commitment from him, 
consideration must be given to the appearance of conflict 
with your full-time duties as Director of the Office of 
Private Sector Initiatives and Director of Presidential 
Scheduling that would be created by becoming a Trustee. 

4. Internal Revenue Code 

The Articles of Incorporation of the Ronald Reagan 
Presidential Foundation provide that the Foundation "is 
organized and operated exclusively for charitable purposes 
within the meaning of Section S0l(c) (3) of the Internal 
Revenue Code. Notwithstanding any other provisions of these 
Articles, the Foundation shall not carry on any other 
activities not permitted to be carried on ... by a 
corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under 
Section S0l(c) (3) •.•. " The Articles of Incorporation 
specifically incorporate a restriction in Section S0l(c) (3) 
that no part of the Foundation's activities may consist of 
"attempting to influence legislation." Both the Articles 
and Section S0l(c) (3) also prohibit Foundation involvement 
in "any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for 
public office." Since the White Hpuse itself is engaged on 
a regular basis in introducing legislation of various kinds, 
and in supporting various political candidates, care would 
need to be taken to insulate your White House activities 
from activities as a Trustee in behalf of the Foundation. 

5. Executive Order 11222 

Section 202 of Executive Order 11222 provides that no 
government employee may "engage in any outside employment 
... which might result in a conflict, or an apparent 
conflict [with] his official government duties and 
responsibilities ..•• " This provision requires, among 
other things, that a full-time White House officer cannot 
undertake outside responsibilities which would interfere, 
actually or apparently, with devotion of his full time and 
attention to official government business. 

Section 204 of Executive Order 11222 provides that a 
government employee "shall not use Federal property of any 
kind for other than officially approved activities." This 
provision would require that White House staff, office, 
telephone, secretarial services, and supplies could not be 
used by a Trustee in pursuing private Foundation business. 



Conclusion 

There is no express legal bar to service by a White House officer 
as a Trustee of the Ronald Reagan Presidential Foundation. In 
order to avoid any potential for apparent conflict of interest, 
however, you would--if you chose to accept appointment as as 
Trustee--be well advised to make special efforts to insulate your 
full-time White House duties from performance of Foundation 
obligations. 

The obligation imposed upon a White House officer under Executive 
Order 11222 to ~evote substantially all of his time and energies 
to his full-time government job is inherently at odds with the 
statutory command in the California Nonprofit Public Benefit 
Corporation Law that a Trustee exercise due care and reasonably 
investigate all aspects relating to the business, property, and 
management of the Foundation. This inherent conflict is 
heightened by the fact that your White House responsibilities 
include management of two separate offices, as well as new 
responsibilities in a third sphere relating to relocation of the 
President and Mrs. Reagan to California in 1989, and preparations 
therefor. 

While the time commitment conflict and problems concerning use of 
Federal property for Foundation business can be minimized through 
careful attention on your part, you may wish to avoid these 
troublesome issues altogether by choosing instead to attend 
meetings of the Foundation as an invited guest, solely in your 
capacity as a government employee. Because the White House has a 
legitimate liaison interest in the work of the Foundation, your 
attendance at such meetings in this capacity would be perfectly 
appropriate. Travel could be paid for from government funds, and 
liaison work with the Foundation could be accomplished utilizing 
White House staff, equipment, and supplies. 

Nonetheless, this office will not interpose objection to your 
serving as a Trustee of the Foundation, should you determine it 
is prudent to do so--subject, of course, to careful observance of 
the restrictions described above. 

Thank you for submitting this matter for our review and 
consideration.

As we discussed, I have prepared an analysis of certain legal 
issues in connection with Fred Ryan's potential service as a 
member of the Board of Trustees of the Ronald Reagan Presidential 
Foundation. This analysis ~s set forth in memorandum form, and 
is attached for your initia s. 

The attached memorandum concludes that while there is no legal 
bar to his service as a _r stee, prudence dictates attendance at 
Board meetings in an obserer rather than member capacity. This 
will minimize the potential for proble s caused by the conflict 
between White House de ads on ~red's time and the statutory duty 
of care imposed on a Trustee of the Foundation. It will also 
avoid problems under Executi e Order 11222, which prohibits the 
use of Federal property, eq ip ent, and supplies for 
non-government purposes. -onethe~ess, the memorandum leaves the 
decision to Fred, noting that i_ the event he elects to accept 
membership on the Board, he ~1- be required to take great care 
in order to ameliorate t ese problems. 

Fred has told me that he is very anxious to have an answer on 
this subject.

I still do support you in most 
thinqs . but must protest most stronqly the proposed location 
of your Presidential Library. 

You shoul d know better than most what a struggle we 
have in Southern Cal i f ornia to preserve the last vestiges of 
open space , vet vou plan to locate the Library in an area 
designated as open space under agreement among the three 
cities--Moorpar k , Simi Valley, and Thousand Oaks. The 
purpose was to oreserve the rural and agricultural land 
between the ci ti es . to act as a "greenbelt." 

This is a b itter disappointment, the more so when it 
comes from an outdoor sman such as yourself. Have you no 
consi deration f or the common man trying to preserve for 
himself a little of wh at you enjoy in such large measure at 
your ranch and at Camp Davi d ? The inevitable commercial 
development t h a t wil l ensue will lead to even more traffic 
more congestion. r e smog. At the same time , Ventura 
County is threat ened with penalties by the federal 
government f or fail ing to meet air quality standards. Our 
local authorities tell us that we will not meet the 
standards for manv y ears. The County f aces a ban by the EPA 
on al l construction, yet we are threatened with the added 
burden of the Library and its camp-followers. 

I suggest that you discount the support of local 
politicians and officials for the project. on the grounds 
that they have been seduced by visions of Presidential favor 
and perks. 

I urge you to re-evaluate this decision, and to require 
the location of the Library to be in an area where its 
impact will not be so detrimental to the homes of so many. 
Also, I believe that you should insist on clear and 
unmistakable oroof that the majority of the population in 
the impacted area is in support of the project ' s location. 

I am most anxious to hear your views on this matter , 
before it is too late to stop to this ill-concieved 
despoiling of such a precious resource.

Initially, the National Archives unit detailed to the White House 
conducted oral history interviews with departing members of the 
staff. Following the NARA unit's departure, the Office of 
Reet>rds Management was tasked with the responsibility. 

Since March, 1984, ORM has conducted 114 interviews. We do not 
know how many NARA conducted. 

ORM has not maintained statistics on the length of each 
interview. They have ranged from approximately 20 minutes to 
over two hours. They average perhaps 45 minutes each. Employing 
this estimated average, the total number of hours of 
ORM-conducted interviews would a.mount to 85. 

For severa! reasons, ORM is unable to provid~ you with a 
percentage -of those interviewed versus thosev1ho have departed. 
First, our interviews are limited to only those on the White 
House payroll. They are further limited to a select group of 
White House staff. Thus no formula comes to mind that would 
provide a valid or reliable percentage. 

Perhaps a brief description of the project's goals is in order at 
this point. 

Every Presidentia l library undertakes an oral history project. 
The purpose is to capture on tape and then in transcription form 
the personal recollections of various former staff members of 
events in which they participated. These interviews are 
especially valuable when documentation is sketchy or 
non-existent. Even in instances where there is documentation, 
the interviewee can often shed additional light on the topic. 
Opinions and evaluations of the events, the projects, and the 
participants are often discussed in some detail. Obviously, the 
interviewer and the interviewee devote considerable time in 
preparing for these sessions. It is not unusual for them to 
cover a number of topics which require several hours each. 
Thus the a.mount of time required may necessitate scheduling a 
number of sessions. These may run several days consecutively or 
be spread over several years, time and transportation factors 
playing a major role in this. 
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In contrast, ORM's effort is a much scaled-down version of the 
above project. ORM does not attempt to interview anyone and 
everyone who departs the White House. Neither the senior staff 
nor the clerical staff are asked to volunteer for these 
interviews. In simple terms, one is too big, the other too small 
for this project. Rather, ORM's hope is to collect on tape a 
very general and brief amount of information about only those 
mid-level staff members who either were in policy-making 
positions or in positions that were important in seeing that 
policies were enacted. In no way do these interviews substitute 
for the more extensive and in-depth NARA oral ·history interviews. 
Rather, ORM's project intends merely to assist in preparing for 
them. If there is any parallel, ORM's interviews are vaguely 
similar to the initial "let's get acquainted" meetings of the 
NARA interviewer with the interviewee. 

Two other factors significantly affect who participates in this 
project. As mentioned above, we only interview those departing 
staffers who are on the White House payroll. Those not on the 
White House payroll do not have to "check-out" through our 
office. It is during this exercise that we have our only 
opportunity to discuss the interview with them. The other 
that greatly affects the project is its voluntary nature.

It can be a tough sell, often is, and frequently isn't 
successful. Well-intentioned promises to do it next week, or in 
several weeks or the next time they are in town, as often as not ~ 
fail. 

Thus, neither do we get a shot at everyone nor do we want such. 

Attached are two guide sheets that ORM's interviewers employ. The 
questions are merely intended to guide not limit the range of the 
interview. The "do's and don't's" sheets are a very informal 
collection of thoughts that we add to occasionally. They are not 
intended to be the 10 Commandments of Oral History. I defer to 
you whether these attachments shed any further light on this 
project. 

As for a cost estimate of a full-fledged NARA-type oral history 
project, I understand that Biff Henley provided to Fred Ryan 
within the last month some information on the Johnson Oral 
History endeavor. This subject may have been addressed within 
this material prepared by NARA. Quite properly, ORM would defer 
to NARA on this topic.

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Some Guidelines for Oral History Interviews: 

Always start with non-threaten ing questions. Work up from there 
to more introspective and substantive questions. 

When asking questions which lead to "scale" or "range" answers, 
give the respondent some perameters as guidelines. 

i.e. To what extent was your day scheduled? 

Never say: 

No deviation from schedule prepared the day 
before. 

No schedule; just winged it. 

"It seems to me ••.. " 
"I wonder ••..•.•.•• " 
"I believe ....•.... " 
"I would think ..... " 
"I would like to know •.. " 

Keep "I" out of the discussion. Always couch questions as though 
you are simply asking as a third party, as an intermediary, 
asking them for someone else. Don't become a participant. Don't 
put the respondent in a position where he/she consciously or 
uncounsciously views you as the person to whom he/she is talking. 
You should be transparent. 

Everything you say or do during the interview should stimulate 
the responde n t to talk to t hose i n the future who take an 
interest in this President a nd h is Presidency. Attempt to ask 
their questions, not yours. 

Remember that you are not trying to "steal the interviewee's 
thunder" nor t o trick them i n to giving you a sneak preview about 
a topic that t h e y wan t to write about in the future. If 
anything, encourage t hem to write about their activities as a 
member of the White House. Surprisingly, only a few ever put 
their thoughts a nd reco llections on paper, fewer still publish 
anything. 

Occasionally, the i n terviewe e will make a comment in jest, but 
only the smile on his / her face will convey that interpretation. 
Left as it was stated the comment can convey an entirely 
erroneous and opposite meaning when heard on tape or transcribed 
on paper. Be prepared to clarify the comment for the sake of the 
record at the earliest opportunity during the interview. 

Smile but don't laugh whenever the interviewee offers humorous 
anqjnotes, evaluations or statements. Laughter on your part may 
cause the interviewee's comments to become inaudible.

No single interview can ever cover all or even many topics. The 
current interviews conducted with departing staff members are 
very limited in scope. The questions are designed to provide 
future researchers with only a peak through the keyhole, 
certainly not a panoramic view from the center of the room nor 
even a birdseye view through the slightly ajar door.
